
GENERAL INFORMATION 

 USEF Rules apply. CVAHA Summer Kickoff Show rules supersede USEF 
rules where applicable. 

RULES 

 If a horse is excused on veterinarian’s certificate as unfit to show prior to the 
beginning show, all moneys will be refunded except for a $15.00 processing fee. 

CANCELLATION OF ENTRIES 

 Classes will be called promptly. Three minutes will be allowed after the first 
horse enters the ring, after which, the gate will be closed. Exhibitors are cautioned 
against entering the same horse in successive classes. THE OFFICE MUST BE 
NOTIFIED OF TACK CHANGES AT LEAST ONE CLASS PRIOR TO THE CLASS 
ENTERED. 

THREE MINUTE RULE 

DRUGS AND MEDICATION 
 The state of California requires that both halter and performance horses 
entering any shows be charged $5.00 for each horse to defray the expense of testing. 

DISCIPLINE / PROTEST 
 Any act of disobedience or discourtesy to the officials or participants of this 
show on the part of the owner, agent, lessee, trainer, groom, or rider, will disqualify 
the horse. The management reserves the right to remove a horse, owner, agent, 
lessee, trainer, groom, or rider from the show without being liable for 
compensation or damages. Any protest will be mediated by the Show Committee. 

ABUSE 
Abuse of any form will not be tolerated on the show grounds or in the arena. 

Show management or the judge will enforce this rule in or out of the arena. 
YOUTH SHOWMANSHIP 

This class demonstrates the exhibitor's ability to fit, prepare and show a horse at 
halter. Hunt exhibitors may show horses in braided mane and tail. To be judged 60% 
on handler's showmanship, 40% on presentation (condition, grooming, tack and 
neatness of attire).. This class is included toward your Junior overall high points.  
No stallions 

LEADLINE 
This class is open to children between the ages of 3 and 10 . Show attire required.  
Child must wear helmet and horse must be lead by an Adult. No stallions 

WALK TROT PLEASURE/WALK TROT EQUITATION 
These classes are open to children 10 and under.  Horses shown only at a walk and 
trot or jog. No stallions 

WALK/TROT 11 THRU ADULT  
The Walk/Trot class is for any child or adult who is just beginning to ride. No cross 
entry, No green horses or stallions.   

LIBERTY 
The Liberty class will be open to the first ten horses entered. Two minutes will be 
allowed in the ring. No more than two handlers with standard show whips will be 
allowed. No noise making devices are allowed. Owners may supply a cassette tape or 
CD, set to the appropriate music and labeled with the name of both horse and owner. 
Any informational material must be typed or very clearly printed so the  announcer 
can read. Judge may disqualify your horse if it is not caught within one and a half 
minutes allowed time.  Appropriate show attire (see below) is to be worn by both 
handlers. The Judge will judge this class. No Stallions and horses need to be 3 
and over to enter this class. 

STALLIONS 
Stallions may be shown by men, ladies and juniors in all classes open to 
 stallions.  

ATTIRE 
Chaps and Coats are optional, all other appropriate show clothing is required in all 
classes, ie hats or helmets, long sleeve shirts, long pants, jodpurs and boots etc.  

DAY END AWARDS & RIBBONS 
 
Ribbons will be given out  to 1st  through 5th places
